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This is the authentic John Stenson's #2 (yes, with an 'e', not an 'i'), as recorded in 
1978 by Irish fiddler Kevin Burke, who now lives near Portland, Oregon.  There is 

another version circulating in dulcimer circles, but is nothing like the real 
tune.The Stenson's are from the area around Sligo, Ireland.
